Textbook Title: Essentials of Human Anatomy and Physiology-11th Edition
Prerequisites: Biology and Chemistry
Course Description: Anatomy and Physiology is the study of the human body emphasizing the complementary nature of structure and function, molecular and cellular interactions, homeostasis, and metabolic processes. This course includes a study of cells, tissues, membranes, skeletal, muscular, reproductive, circulatory, respiratory, digestive, endocrine, urinary, and nervous systems. 
Grading Procedure:  60% for tests and projects; 40% for class work, homework, quizzes, and labs.  
Anatomy and Physiology Teaching Sequence (subject to change):

· Organization of the Body – Biochemistry and Cellular Structure and Function
· Cellular Processes, Tissues, and Coverings

· Support and Movement; Integration of the Nervous System

· Maintenance of the Body – which includes Blood, Cardiovascular, and Respiratory Systems

· Maintenance of the Body (continued) – which includes Thermoregulation, Digestive and Excretory Systems

· Continuity (reproduction, human development and heredity)

Homework Policy/Missing Work: Homework will be assigned periodically and some will have an extended due date.  The student is expected to get the work completed and turned in on time. Points will be deducted for late work.  After three days, the student will receive a zero for the missing assignment.
